1just don’t know what the owner was trying to do with it — fire vehicle or
hearse. It was in terrific condition as you can see by the photos.

[ have often thought it would be interesting to find some old pro —car photos from local funeral
homes. Several years ago I began my quest, but to no avail. Everyone I spoke to said sorry, but
this business has changed hands several times over the years and no old photos are available.

I'have continued to ask and finally found one with some old photos. Unfortunately, the
business photo album contained primarily photos of various viewing arrangements that had
been used over the years. But, I did get a few photos.

Geibel’s Funeral Home was opened in Butler, PA in 1919 by Harvey Geibel and has operated
continuously under the ownership of Harvey, Harvey’s son Steve and Steve’s son Dave.

While looking through the Geibel photo album, I found three photos of interest. Two of the
photos were taken in the 70’s during an extremely rare service requiring four hearses. From the
photo, it is difficult to tell exactly what we are looking at. The first three hearses in the
procession are Cadillacs. First in the procession is a Superior Cadillac. Year? Second in line
may be a late 60’s Superior. Third in the procession appears to be a 72 Superior Sovereign.
The final pro —car .... well, your guess is as good as mine.

Although, four was the largest viewing
arrangement for Giebel, I found several
photos with viewing for two and three
family members. In a small town such as
Butler a four hearse procession had to
attract quite a bit of attention .

When discussing this write-up with
editor Eileen, and husband Wayne, I
learned that Giebel family ancesters had
previously lived in their house.

The best photo in the album had to be
one not related to the Geibel business,
but one used for advertising the vehicle
line-up available from the local livery
service. Sedan Service Company has been in business since at least 1943 when the photo was
taken. It continues to operate under the same name today.
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
