However, each car was modified 1o embrace the
changes o 23rd Series Packards In order to make them
appeir a5 much as possible as the forthecoming models. The
Monte Carlo project 100k place in mid 1949, 5o the ook for
each car was designed to incorporate thal of the 25rd Series
Peckards, which woukd be sveilable in the lafter holl of 19453
and the full 1950 year. [t appenrs that Henney wanted 1o
show what was possible in the st one-and-a-half vears that
the 2ind and I3rd Senes Pockard siyling would be svanliable
1o the public

I'he ennsenciis fpnm At hors is thot the Monte Caclo peo
poszl might have worked in June 1947, but in June 1949, the
timing was too close to the neow 1931 Packard models, which
woalld introdoce an entirely new body style.

Author Leon Dixon felt that the introduction of the
Monte Carle as an “image” or “halo™ car might have helped
restore Packard's place in the upper hierarchy of lwxury
cars. 1t might have also been marketed as a separate line in
8 sports! luxury vein.

So what do we have?

Sowhat exactly is sitting in our garage ot Undiscovered
Classics? Several intriguing and entertaining possibilities
exist. [s i o lost Packord show car? A one-off ordered from
Henney by a dealer for personal use? Ddd a dealer commis-
ston & Monte Carlo convertible for publicity purposes!

Perhaps it was a prototype of a “halo™ model, which is
designed have a “hale effect™ of making customers think
mare highly of the whole product line—even if they couldn't
afford the Nagship car. Examples of such halo cars inclede
the Studehaker Speedster, the 1953 Cadilfac Eldorado
comvertible, the 1957758 Eldorado Brougham, the 1956-
ST Continental Mark 15, the 1953 Buick Skyvlark, the 1933
Oldsmobile Fiesta, the 1953 Kaiser Dragon, the 1954
Hudson Teatia, the 1955 Cheysler C-300 and 50 on

Was the Monte Carlo & first postwar attempt by an auto-
maker fo creaie o new brond from its existing margue, such
a5 the later Imperial, Contineninl, Edsel and Yalinnt?

b, was it the first postwir attempt of a Packard dealer
medifying an existing car in its showroom to create o car that
ondy they would offer to the public? This was something that
was lnter doee by ot beast one Packard dealer, In 19536, Harry
Lhubtnis createéd Packard “Carntbbeans™ out of Packord 400
micdels; Then, o o even more exireme move, he created o
dealer-produced Peckard model he called the "Esguire™ osing
the Packard 400 as the basis for customization.

Maybe the simplest explanation will prewail. Perhaps the
Monte Carlo convertible was the natural result of a proposal
by Henney in which it first had a design (by Arbib), then
a mack-up in clay {by Henney) and then finally a driving

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Research into Henney familias
Thanks to the efforts of George
Hamlin, wa wére able (o make contact
with Alice Horner, whose father was

head of personnel for Henney from
1927 to 1954, when the company
closed its doors, We were tracking
down any known Henney family
members who may be able to help us
identify the Packard dealer in Free-
port, I, wha most probably received
the Monte Carlo convertible from
Henney as stated in the articles about
the car.

Alice was Kind enough to share
her memories of the era and we were
particularly interested in what Packard
dealer in Freeport might have worked
closely with Henney, She was able to
prowide some useful information:

“Eddie Engelhardt owned and
onperated the Packard dealership in
Freeport. known a3 the Freepaort
Ciarage, and | certwinly spent my for-
mative years there, admittedly bored
to tears. But Eddie closed the Free-
port Grarage and moved (o Florida in
1956 znd his -\'.'II'||_|. ||.:|1|Hh!|_-_r_ Mar-
tin. and her hushand and duogheer,
moved to Florida before then, and
sitortly thereafier 1o California. They
